
Prepared for the Barnacre-with-Bonds Parish Council meeting, April 2018

Clerk’s report (for information only)
· On 12.01.2018 County Councillor Shaun Turner met up with Clerk and Councillor Henry Gorst in Calder Vale village to look at and familiarise himself with the ongoing parking issue in the village, the pot holes and the subsidence of the main village road.
· On 06.02.18 a member of the public sent the following information to Redrow homes ltd following up the litter on the footpath near the Cornmill as reported earlier in the year:
The Residents who want to look after their environment have managed to persuade Wyre Council to provide a bin on the footpath which may help but this is still to be seen. However the main issue of rubbish left by Redrow is still a problem. There is a large rubber square tub which presumably had concrete in it at one time and is still in the sluice channel. There are at least 2 pieces of what looks like tarpaulin also in the channel. Next to the footpath near the Cornmill there are 3 piles of builders rubble and a wooden pole with metal attached which is very dangerous to children and animals who wander slightly off the pathway. At the entrance to the new site from footpath 100 there are 2 large rubber footings which used to secure the sites surrounding fence. Also near the attenuation pond there is still a lone scaffolding pole just stuck in the ground.
· On 06.02.18 Clerk contacted LCC and reported the overgrown trees on Bowgreave, Garstang nhjRoad which were obscuring the flashing school light.  Also, requested that the position of this sign be reviewed and suggested following concerns from local residents that the sign be better placed before the top of the hill on approach to its current position.  Reference number: 71838.
· Clerk included the following text in the outlook (a newsletter which covers Calder Vale village and Barnacre): B4RN is a possibility as a community venture for Calder Vale and all of Barnacre.  There will be a presentation / public meeting explaining more mid March in Calder Vale village hall.  For more information on B4RN, visit www.B4RN.org.uk. · There is a local facebook page https://www.facebook.com/groups/1121959164580675/ where the B4RN meeting date will also be advertised.  This is run by residents in Calder Vale village.
· Wyre Area Road Safety Committee – Clerk received a letter from Gillian Benson, honorary secretary stating that the committee was no longer viable and will cease to operate.  The last meeting was in September 2015 and meetings have not been possible due to authority representatives unable to attend.  The sponsorship funding given by the Parish Council was being returned.  A cheque for £20 was enclosed.  The committee wished to thank you for the support shown over its long life.  Clerk put the cheque into the bank on 29.03.18.
· Claim for Definitive Map Modification Order claimed addition of a public footpath at Calder Vale – County Council’s Regulatory Committee, at the meeting on 17th January 2018 agreed that the claim should be accepted.  A copy of the formal notice of acceptance of the claim was received by the Clerk.  The County Council will be making arrangements for the necessary order to show the footpath status of the route on the Definitive Map and statement of Public Rights of Way in due course.
· Highways Act 1980 – Section 119.  Diversion of part of Barnacre-with-Bonds footpath 43 - This order made on 10th January, under section 119 of the highways act 1980, will divert part of Barnacre-with-Bonds footpath, Wyre Borough at Birks Farm, running from the junction of bitmac surfaced footpath and concrete surfaced farm track at SD 5521 4659 (point A on the order map) in a generally north direction for 185 metres to an unmarked point in the farmland north of Briggs Ghyll at SD 5217 4676 (Point B), to a new line running between the same points a short distance to the east of the existing footpath.  Circulated and no objections or representations made to County Hall.
